BC Cancer Agency covers the cost of standard chemotherapy, oral chemotherapy and hormone treatments.  You may be 
required, however, to purchase prescription drugs to control symptoms (e.g. nausea and vomiting) related to these 
treatments. Prescription medications can be bought at any pharmacy in your community.  Often these need to be 
purchased in advance of treatment so that you have them available to take either prior to your chemotherapy or 
immediately following.  Patients receiving radiation therapy may also be given prescriptions to be filled in a community 
pharmacy.
